DSBN Academy – Open House Feb. 2, 6 pm @ Simcoe St. or Feb. 7 @ James Morden 6 pm, school is located in Welland, beginning in Gr. 5, 6 or 7 for students would be the first in their family to graduate from post secondary education
Video Surveillance: DSBN is phasing in video surveillance systems for all schools.  Phase 1 will include any school not involved in an accommodation review. Phase 2 will be any school who has completed an accommodation review and Phase 3 will be after the accommodations are completed.  We fall into the Phase 1.  A camera will be installed by the front entrance with a video monitor in the secretary’s office and another monitor in the principal’s office.  Entry will be via an access card for staff and a buzzer system for parents and visitors.  Installation will be done during the school day – not sure when.  Contract is out for tender right now.

EQAO Mid Year Assessment – practice test for Gr. 3 and 6 that will take place at the end of January beginning of February for language and in March for math.  The purpose is to acquaint students with the test and how it feels to write it.  Staff can determine who might need extra supports in the way of technology, extra time, quiet space, scribing.  It also lets staff determine what areas of the curriculum still need review.  Students can use their tests as feedback and to help with goal setting.
